Spiritual disciplines are 

called Sadhanas. They are 

paths to perfection, roads to 

realization of the truth. 

Since there are tempera-

mental differences among 

the individual seekers of 

truth,. Hinduism recognizes 

the need for a variety of spiritual disci-

plines or Sadhanas. These Sadhanas 

can be classified under four broad cate-

gories called Yogas : the Karma Yoga, 

the Bhakti Yoga, the Raja Yoga and the 

Jnana Yoga.  

Do your work efficiently. Be alert, 

never get attached, either to the work or 

to the fruits thereof. 

This is the essence of 

Karma Yoga. 

Love God with all 

your heart and soul. 

Cultivate an inti-

mate loving rela-

tionship with Him. 

Surrender yourself 

completely to Him. Desire for Him 

alone and for nothing else. This is the 

core of Bhakti Yoga. 

Raja Yoga prescribes an eight fold dis-

cipline leading to the perfect control of 

the mind and culminating in the vision 

of the Truth. Yama and Niyama, the 

moral and ethical disciplines already 

described, are the first two steps. Asana 

(steady and comfortable posture), 

Pranayama (rhythmic breathing and 

breath control), Pratyahara (withdrawal 

of the senses from their objects), Dha-

rana (fixing the attention on the ideal), 

Dhyana (steady flow of the mind stuff 

towards the ideal) and Samadhi (perfect 

concentration on the ideal) these are the 

subsequent steps in that order. 

Discriminate between the real (the Self) 

and the unreal (the world appearance). 

Give up the unreal mercilessly. Cling to 

the Self, the eternal and immortal real-

ity. Become one with it. This is the sum 

and substance of Jnana Yoga.

In 

2008, over 8,300 contestants registered in 

various categories — the highest ever 

The oral tradition of the Vedas (Śrauta) 

consists of several pathas, "recitations" or 

ways of chanting the Vedic mantras.  The 

various pathas are designed to allow the 

complete and perfect memorization of the 

text and its pronunciation, including the 

Vedic pitch accent. 

UNESCO proclaimed the tradition of 

Vedic chant a Masterpiece of the Oral 

and Intangible Heritage of Humanity on 

November 7, 2003. 

Pathas 

Mainly the students are first taught the 

samhita patha, that is the text with sandhi 

applied. Other pathas include vakya, 

pada, krama, jata, mala, sikha, rekha, 

dhvaja, danda, ratha, ghana.  A pathin is a 

scholar who has mastered the patha. 

Thus, a ghanapaathin has learnt the 

chanting of the scripture up to the ad-

vanced stage called ghana.  

The chief purpose of such methods is to 

ensure that not even a syllable of a man-

tra is altered to the slightest extent, which 

has resulted in the most stable oral tradi-

tion of texts worldwide. 

Styles of Memorization 

Prodigous energy was expended by an-

cient Indian culture in ensuring that these 

texts were transmitted from generation to 

generation with inordinate fidelity. The 

texts were subsequently "proof-read" by 

comparing the different recited versions. 

Forms of recitation included the jaṭā-

pāṭha (literally "mesh recitation") in 

which every two adjacent words in the 

text were first recited in their original 

order, then repeated in the reverse order, 

and finally repeated again in the original 

order. The recitation thus proceeded as: 

word1word2, word2word1, word1word2; 

word2word3, word3word2, word2word3; 

... 

In another form of recitation, dhvaja-

pāṭha (literally "flag recitation") a se-

quence of N words were recited (and 

memorized) by pairing the first two and 

last two words and then proceeding as: 

word1word2, word(N-1)wordN; 

word2word3, word(N-3)word(N-2); ...; 

word(N-1)wordN, word1word2; 

The most complex form of recitation, 

ghana-pāṭha (literally "dense recitation") 

took the form: 

word1word2, word2word1, 

word1word2word3, word3word2word1, 

word1word2word3; word2word3, 

word3word2, word2word3word4, 

word4word3word2, word2word3word4; 

... 

That these methods have been effective, 

is testified to by the preservation of the 

most ancient Indian religious text, the 

Ṛgveda (ca. 1500 BCE), as a single text, 

without any variant readings. Similar 

methods were used for memorizing 

mathematical texts, whose transmission 

remained exclusively oral until the end of 

the Vedic period (ca. 500 BCE).
